A Sertoman for nearly 45 years, N.L. organized Winston-Salem’s Carver High School Serteen Club in 1991. The club, which is in the Henry C. Carter District, currently has 16 members.

“We don’t have as many members this year as we usually have,” N.L. says. “We generally have 25-30 members. We try to keep the membership under 30.”

JoAnne, a member of the Progressive Sertoma Club in the Doug Council District since 1989, has been advisor to the Striving for the Community Serteen Club for nine years. The club, organized as a project during her term as District Governor in 1996-97, has 10 members.

“It is not a school-based group, but a potpourri of all schools in Durham,” JoAnne says. “Because of that, the teens are able to make

a wide range of new friends and lifelong acquaintances.”

Both advisors say that participation in the Serteen clubs is a wonderful opportunity for young people to excel and serve.

According to N.L., almost every year one of the Serteens in the Carver High club wins a Serteen International Scholarship of $1,000. The past two years, two Carver Serteens were granted Sertoma scholarships. And his Winston-Salem club awards $500 to one of the Serteens.

JoAnne says that a Serteen in her club is a Bill Gates scholar at UNC-Chapel Hill and another excelled and is now in the School of Pharmacy at UNC. And another is working on her CPA in Illinois.

“Some will go on and become Sertomans,” JoAnne says, “giving back to the community through Sertoma or some similar civic organization.”

N.L. says, “A lot of the Serteens want to go to colleges where there are collegiate (Sertoma) clubs, and they say, ‘When I get out of college, I’m going to join a Sertoma club.’”
