NC Sertoma Endowment Fund, contd.

Trustees and other interested Sertomans considered whether to merge with the Sertoma Foundation or continue as a separate body. The issue came about because attendance at recent Endowment meetings had been low and future leadership was in doubt.
The Tar Heel Sertoma Club in Carrboro had the initial vision. Under Joe Weatherspoon’s leadership, the Endowment’s charter was written and recorded in the State of North Carolina in May 1985. 

Through the years, the Endowment has grown. Its mission was to create, build and sustain an Endowment Fund that would be available to assist North Carolina Sertoma clubs to carry out worthwhile projects in their communities and to support Camp Sertoma each year. The only requirement for grant requests is that Sertoma clubs be active in their community.

As of May 2008, assets in the Endowment Fund totaled $106,601.12. Since its inception, the Endowment Fund has distributed more than $45,000 in grants to help North Carolina clubs conduct projects in their community and provide support to Camp Sertoma.

Although there has been a hiatus in awarding grants to clubs for the past year, the Fund will resume its annual contributions within the next year.

The Endowment Fund is governed by a Board of Directors comprised of Sertoma members from each District – Henry C. Carter and Doug Council.

More information about the grant process and dates for submission of applications will be forthcoming once the new fiscal year is underway.
