Two District Clubs Win Matching Grant Awards for 2007-08 

The Alamance County and Winston-Salem Sertoma clubs have received Sertoma International Community Service Matching Grants for the 2007-2008 fiscal year. 

Winston-Salem Sertoma Club grant

The Winston-Salem grant represents the three Winston-Salem clubs -- Old Salem, West of  Winston-Salem, and Winston-Salem. Together they have formed an Interclub Council that directs a Summer Speech Therapy Program. Current Program Director Carolyn Woods is now a member of Old Salem. 

The local Sertoma clubs took over support of the Summer Speech Therapy Program from 
the Easter Seals Society 20 years ago. The program serves speech- and language-impaired children from Forsyth County who do not qualify for an Extended School Year Special Education Program for their speech/language delays. Children may be referred by their school speech pathologist, parent, pediatrician or teacher.

Sertoma subsidizes each student so that the tuition cost for parents remains reasonable. 
The program costs $80 per child this year, which covers five weeks of individual speech/language therapy. Each child is seen for two 30-minute sessions a week with a certified speech/language pathologist. Sertoma has provided the funds this year for 120 students and will provide funds for 12 scholarships. The program – from June 16 - July 17 – is housed in Carter Vocational High School. Parents must transport their children 
to the sessions and remain on site.

Student ages range from 3-14. Students who respond best are generally those who are highly motivated and who adapt to transitioning to a new therapist fairly well. Parents have been pleased with the high quality of therapy provided and the amount of progress the children make in the sessions.

With the theater’s “ginormous” screen and full-blown surround sound, viewers actually felt like they were part of the action. It was a very moving film – regardless of which side of the Civil War you favored.
Friday, April 25

Friday’s Joint Regional Convention Meeting featured remarks from International Directors of both Regions, as well as remarks from the International and Foundation representatives previously mentioned. [One note of interest:  Terry Beck, Foundation President, stated that the Atlantic Coast Region was currently leading all Sertoma Regions in Annual Fund giving.]
District and Regional business meetings followed the Joint Regional Meeting.   

At the Henry C. Carter District meeting, representatives of clubs present gave brief reports on their respective club activities. District Governor Jim Womble presented banner medallions to District award recipients 

as follows: Convention Attendance – Winston-Salem; National Heritage – Old Salem; Club Excellence – Old Salem; Serteen of the Year – Winston-Salem; Service to Mankind – Lady; Sertoman of the Year – Old Salem.

At the Atlantic Coast Regional meeting, Alan Zemla, Foundation Regional Coordinator, noted that Annual Fund giving in the Atlantic Coast Region was up 18% over last year and that $1900 in Sertoma Foundation matching grants was awarded to clubs in the Region. Bill Clapp, Foundation District Representative for the Henry C. Carter District, was responsible for a 130% increase in Annual Fund donations to the Sertoma Foundation over last year.  

John Kelly, Chairman of the Camp Sertoma Committee of NC/VA/MD, presented banner medallions to those clubs in the Atlantic Coast Region that contributed to Camp Sertoma in 2007.  

The highlight of the Joint Awards Luncheon on Friday was the presentation of Regional awards for Convention Attendance, National Heritage, Club Excellence and various Serteen awards. Sadly, none of the clubs in the Henry C. Carter District received any of these Atlantic Coast Regional awards.

Friday afternoon time was devoted to seminars on various topics, including Member Recruiting, A Conversation with ‘Mamie Eisenhower,’ Deaf Awareness, Civil War Art, and Strategic Club Assessment.  Other events/seminars offered 
at various times during the weekend were Battlefield Bus Tours, Wine Tasting, and Ballroom Dancing. 

Saturday, April 26 

The morning began with the Atlantic Coast Region meeting. John Kelly, President of the Camp Sertoma of North Carolina Club, gave a presentation on and an invitation to the 2009 Regional Convention which will be held in Winston-Salem. Karen McGrady, Regional Secretary-Treasurer, presented the current financial report for the Region and indicated that 51 clubs in the Region have not paid International Director dues this year (!); namely, $2/person/year to International Director Chris Weston which was due July 10, 2007.  Outstanding District Governor in the Atlantic Coast Region was Mary Beth Lyles of the Pioneer District in South Carolina.

At the Henry C. Carter District meeting, awards were presented as follows: 1st Place Bulletin (Newsletter) – Old Salem; 2nd Place Bulletin – Winston-Salem; 1st Place Exhibit – Winston-Salem. Elections for 2008-09 District Governor produced no nominees, so current District Governor Jim Womble will continue in that position until a new District Governor can be appointed. Randy Mercer of the Alamance County Sertoma Club was chosen as the 2008-09 Governor-elect. Ed Quein, Bill Parker Sertoma Club, was re-elected for a 3-year term to the Camp Sertoma Committee. The District Secretary-Treasurer position will be open beginning July 1, 2008.

One of the highlights of the Joint Luncheon was the presentation of the Regional Service to Mankind Awards. The Atlantic Coast Region award recipient was Barbara Goodman, founder of The Healing Place, a home for men and women addicted to drugs and alcohol. Ms. Goodman was sponsored by the Raleigh Sertoma Club. After the meal, Matthew Dodd, a talented singer and musician dressed in Union Army attire, entertained the audience with anecdotes and a series of songs popular during the Civil War, ending his performance by changing into a Confederate jacket and cap and leading the audience in a rousing rendition of “Dixie.”

The Joint Celebration Banquet was a fitting close to the weekend. Regional awards were presented for Bulletin and Exhibit, with the Winston-Salem Sertoma Club receiving the 2nd Place Exhibit award for the Atlantic Coast Region.  There were seven winners in the First Timers contest (out of 22 participating).  Barbara Davis-Porter and Betty Smith (Old Salem) won the Scavenger Hunt, which involved roaming the battlefields (by car) searching for clues on various monuments – not easy, but fun and educational! Regional Sertoman of the Year honors went to John Klinedinst (PA) for the Allegheny/Canada Region and Marshall Willingham (SC) for the Atlantic Coast Region.  

International Treasurer Debby Larsen presented outgoing 2007-08 District Governors and International Directors with certificates of recognition and then installed incoming 2008-09 District Governors and International Directors.

A hotly-contested auction for two one-week stays at the Tucson, AZ, vacation home of a Sertoma couple netted $4200 for the Sertoma Foundation. Foundation President Terry Beck did some quick calculations and announced that a total of $15,673 had been raised during the weekend.  

After dinner the 229 Sertomans and guests were surprised and delighted when the keynote speaker was announced...none other than President Abraham Lincoln who was escorted into the room and to the podium by Union soldiers who stood guard as he spoke.  President Lincoln’s speech was informative, humorous, and included his Gettysburg Address. He departed to a standing ovation and the colors were retired by the Union soldiers to officially end the Convention.

Alamance County Sertoma Club grant
Wayne Foster, President of the Alamance County Sertoma Club, says his club’s grant will support his club’s primary sponsorship which focuses on helping hearing-impaired students in public schools.

Matching Grant Awards, contd. 
The amplification project uses headset microphones for teachers along with high fidelity speakers around the classroom and special handheld microphones for students. The system allows the teacher to speak in a normal conversational tone and be heard clearly by every student in the classroom.

Results from the project, begun by the club over a year ago in cooperation with the Alamance-Burlington School System, found that:

· Students with hearing impairment performed better in an amplified classroom and 

· All students performed better in language development, academic performance, and attention in the aided classroom compared to classrooms monitored without the systems.
