In addition, in the mornings the campers’ feet get wet from the dew. Benches will be sunk into the patio and provide seating at the rear of the patio. Behind the benches, there will be a gentle slope which will be seeded in grass. Jeff Cape, George Bridger and Janis Henderson-Hunsucker are on the project committee.
